


A NEW LOOK!

We introduced a new uniform in September 2023, starting our |0th anniversary year with a new look!

At The Swanage School we have a culture of high standards and believe this should be reflected in our uniform. We
think it is important that our students have a strong identity with their school and wear their uniform with pride,
promoting positive behaviour while at school and in the wider community.

In reviewing our uniform, we paid attention to themes that arose in survey responses received from students, parents
and staff and addressed feedback on comfort, quality, cost, choice and ease of purchasing, whilst retaining a smart
uniform that continues to reflect the ‘The Swanage School identity’

New students: All new students and those who started during the 2023-24 academic year wear the new uniform.

Older students: In September 2024, we enter the second year of the two-year transition phase for students who were
already at the school prior to the change. Please see the important information below on the phasing-in period as we
switch from one look to another.

In the first instance, if a student arrives at school in incorrect uniform, parents will be called and asked to
bring in the correct uniform or to take their son/daughter home to change.

We will ask for shoes or items of uniform / sports kit to be changed if they do not meet the expectations
and guidelines set out in this booklet.

GUIDELINES

Outerwear

Students are encouraged to wear
sensible weatherproof coats in cold
or wet weather, or to wear the TSS
soft shell jacket. Coats should be plain
and any logo must be small.

Hoodies

Hoodies are not permitted in school
nor on site during school hours
(except, during the transition period,
the TSS sports hoodie, or existing
TSS team hoodies).

Trousers, skirts & shorts

Trousers, skirts and shorts must be of
an appropriate ‘school’ tailored style,
in navy.
m Trousers may be slim-fit or
standard fit.

m Skirts must be pleated and
should be worn no more
than 2 inches above the knee.

m Tailored school shorts may be
worn in hot weather by both
boys and girls.

The following are not acceptable

as TSS school uniform: leggings or
culottes; skinny, relaxed, flared or
cargo trousers; straight or tube skirts;
sports or casual shorts. ltems chosen
should not be in denim, chino, cord,
lycra or jersey fabrics.

Belts should be plain navy or black
with a small discreet buckle.

Shirts and Ties

Shirts are plain white, short or long
sleeved, and must be tucked in. All
students wear a tie and these must
be worn correctly - top button done
up and tie up to the collar. Students
who do not wear a tie for more than
two days in a row will be issued with
one and parents invoiced.

Shoes

Sensible, smart, plain, black shoes
with a maximum heel height of |

Socks and tights

Socks must be white, navy, grey or
black and should not be worn above
the knee. Girls may wear natural,
black or navy tights as an alternative.
Socks of a different colour should
not be worn in addition to tights,
nor should leggings be worn as an
alternative.

Jewellery and piercings

Students are not allowed to wear
jewellery. The only exception to

this rule is for items mandated by

a student's religion and single small
ear studs (no more than one in each
ear). These must be removed for PE,
along with watches. The school does
not permit the wearing of nose rings/
studs or any other piercing. However
students may wear a small, clear,
discreet retainer in these piercings if
they choose to.

Make-up

In years 7 - 9, students are not
allowed to wear make-up. From Year
10, if worn, make-up must be subtle.
Fake eyelashes, fake nails and nail
varnish are not permitted.

Hair

Hair colour must be natural and one
colour. Extreme fashion hairstyles will
not be acceptable. Hair longer than
shoulder length should be tied back
in practical lessons such as Science,
Design & Technology and Food &
Nutrition, and during PE lessons.

Bags

Books (and equipment) must be
carried to and from school in a
suitable bag — one that is able to
carry A4 size folders.

Labels

ALL uniform items/bags/coats/shoes
should be clearly named.

PE / SPORTS

Trainers

Appropriate sports trainers are
required for PE lessons and sports
clubs. Canvas, high-top, converse,
crocs etc are not suitable and are not
permitted. These do not give enough
support to feet during sports.

Football boots / studded footwear

Studded footwear is recommended
for sports such as football and rugby,
ideally with moulded studs rather
than metal or plastic. The PE teacher
will advise when these lessons are
taking place.

Shin pads

Although not required for PE lessons,
students may choose to wear shin
pads. If worn, students will need

a pair of navy/sky coolmax socks,
which are available from our uniform
supplier, or a pair can usually be
borrowed from the PE department.

Gum shields

Gum shields are required for rugby
lessons. These will be available to
purchase from school at the time.

Fixtures

The school has team kit which is used
by students participating in fixtures.
This is laundered at school.

Changing for PE

Students wear their school uniform
to school every day, and on PE days
must bring their sports kit to school
in an appropriate bag. Students are
expected to change quickly to avoid
delays in starting the lesson, and to
avoid being late for their next lesson.

Sports clubs

For extra-curricular clubs, appropriate
sports kit should be worn. This does
not need to be TSS kit but must be
athletic clothing and footwear suitable
for the activity.

For the avoidance of doubt in relation to acceptability of shoes, please see below. If you are unsure about whether a
planned purchase will be acceptable, please seek confirmation before buying as we will ask for alternative shoes to be
worn if necessary.

PURCHASING

HOW TO BUY TSS ITEMS

TSS Uniform and sports kit is available to order from our official supplier, the Purbeck Media Group.

Purbeck Media Group offer a trying-on service, and will be present in school 2 or 3 times in the Summer Term,
including on Transition Evening for new parents, for trying-on and ordering. Dates and times will be advised.

Orders can be placed during a trying-on session at the school or Purbeck Media Group offer online, phone or in-

person ordering. Whilst some stock sizes are held, many items are embroidered to order and you should allow up
to 3 weeks, particularly during busy times. They deliver free to school for collection or, for a small delivery charge,
to home, or you can collect in person from their premises in Wareham.
